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The reciprocal exchange of
undergraduate and graduate students program

between
HOCHSCHULE FUER WIRTSCHAFT, TECHNIK UND KULTUR (HWTK), Germany
and
Taiyuan University of Technology (TYUT), China
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According the Academic cooperation agreement between HWTK and TYUT, all
Parties may implement the reciprocal exchange of undergraduate and graduate
students programs, including credit exchange semester, full-year, and special short-
term courses of study focusing on the language and culture of the host institution.
Students from each institution may attend the other institution in accordance with the
following general guidelines:
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1. To the greatest extent possible, during an academic year, it is desirable that the
number of students exchanged shall be equal. The total number of students to be
exchanged in a given academic year will be determined by mutual consent of the
International Programs officers of both institutions.
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2. The home institution will screen and select its own applicants for the exchange
program and submit all necessary application materials to the host institution by the
application deadline of the host institution. Students must meet all admission
requirements of the host institution in order to be accepted for the exchange program.
Normally, students must have completed at least one year of full-time study at the
home institution to be eligible for the exchange program.
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3. For admission to regular semester course work, students must exhibit satisfactory
proficiency in the language of instruction at the host institution. Language proficiency
requirements will be determined by the home institution for undergraduate students;
however, HWTK may require additional testing to document English or German
proficiency.
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4. Exchange students shall continue to pay tuition to their home institution during the
period of exchange. Exchange students shall not be required to pay tuition or
mandatory fees to the host institution. (Students are required to pay fees for special
services, e.g. Health insurance, identity cards, use of certain facilities, etc. ). For
some reasons, if anyone of TYUT and HWTK who want to study in host institution at
their own expense, TYUT and HWTK shall be responsible for the evaluation of
activities under this program according to practice their requirement.
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5. All exchange students must register at the home institution prior to departure on
the exchange program.
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6. Each institution will endeavor to assist the students accepted for the exchange
program in finding accommodation.
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7. Each institution will assist exchange students to the fullest extent possible in
obtaining visas and other documents required by the government of the host country.
Students will be responsible for obtaining visas once they have received the
necessary documents. Students will also be responsible for the following:
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(a) transportation to and from the host institution
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(b) Textbooks, class materials, clothing and personal expenses
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(c) Passports and visa costs

(d) Health insurance
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(e) Housing costs
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(f) Living expenses including local transportation costs
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8. All academic credit will be awarded by the home institution and accepted by the
host institution. The host institution will provide the home institution with a transcript
of each student’s work within a reasonable time after the completion of the exchange
program once all obligations to the host institution have been satisfied (all fees, i.e.,
housing fees, parking tickets, etc. ).
